LEAD FILE and MANAGEMENT PLAN
Lead File:  In accordance with "Best Management Practices for Environmental Stewardship of Florida Shooting Ranges", a "Lead File" will be maintained by the Range Manager.  The File will document:  

1.  Lead recycling efforts including amount of lead removed, date(s), destination/disposition of lead, vendor(s) involved and associated information such as weigh tickets, reports, certifications, etc.  Background:  Lead is considered a hazardous material after it has been "abandoned".  By removing and recycling our lead on a regular basis, our lead is simply considered to be scrap metal and is relatively simple to process.  
2.    Lead migration prevention efforts such as applying lime or phosphorous to the range including amount of material applied, date(s), pH readings, etc.  Background:  Applying lime maintains a neutral pH (acidity level) in our soil and phosphorous chemically binds with lead.  This immobilizes it and prevents it from migrating off our property.  
Management Plan:  
1. 
Lead quantity assessment:  
a.  Pistol Range 1 and General Purpose Ranges 5 and 7 will be inspected quarterly.  Lead will be removed twice per year or as needed.  

b.
Rifle Ranges 2, 3, 4a, 4b, 8, Shotgun Range 6 (leased shot fall area) and the 25/50 yard area on Range 7 will be inspected annually.  Lead will be removed every two  years or as needed.  
2.  
Soil treatment will be conducted annually on all ranges.  
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
