WAIVER, RELEASE, HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT and GATEWAY RIFLE AND PISTOL CLUB PLEDGE

All daily, annual, life and endowment members, guests, visitors, coaches, spectators, etc. and any persons who will be in proximity of any shooting range are required to sign a copy of the attached Waiver, Release, Hold Harmless Agreement and Gateway Rifle and Pistol Club Pledge.  
This policy does not apply to contractors (who are required to have their own insurance), state or city inspectors, first responders or to service personnel such as USPS or FED EX delivery drivers or others who come on to Club property in routine performance of their job.

Office Staff are responsible for collecting signed Agreements from new members, guests, etc. as those members are processed in the Club Office.

Leaders of special events such as matches, Ladies Day, Juniors events, training events, classes, etc. are responsible for collecting signed Agreements from anyone not processed in the Club office such as: non-Gateway match participants, guests, coaches, visitors, spectators, etc.  Signed agreements must be promptly turned in to the Office after the event.  Match Directors should include signed agreements with the Match Report.

With the exception of participants in Club approved matches (see Policy 203, Para. 4.0), Leaders of special events shall issue appropriate identification such as a "Visitor, Dixie Match or Ladies Day" badges or stickers to identify that participants have checked in with event leaders and signed the Agreement.  Failure to comply with this requirement may result in suspension or cancellation of events which fail to comply with this policy.
